Mayor McDonald called the Board of Equalization meeting to order at 7:00 P.M., Monday April 27, 2026 at City Hall.

Zelda Hartje, City Assessor, explained the new changes regarding real estate assessment notices required by ND HB 1176. The City of Walhalla will be billed $415.00 for the mailing of these notices. Mrs. Hartje presented the Council with her equalization reports based on the Vanguard manual to determine values. It was explained that most residential properties in Walhalla were increased 15%, and most commercial properties were increased 10%. The total increase in assessment for all categories in the City of Walhalla is $7,741,693.00. Mrs. Hartje explained the assessment of exempt properties with cemeteries, federal, state, county, city, charitable, and school-owned properties being new to the “must be valued list” in 2026. Property exemptions were discussed with encouragement for those eligible to apply.
